Assignments for cadets who have a grade below a 60 average in LET IV.  Select one item from 
each assignment group to improve your grade in the program.  

1. Assignment #1
a. Write an essay no less than 2 pages on what is a JROTC leader, include in the document the 
definition of leadership,  
          i. Explain what the words means to you 
          ii. Purpose
          iii. Motivation

b. Write a 750 word essay explaining, “Why great leaders should demonstrate purpose, direction, 
inspiration and motivation.” Include examples

2. Assignment #2
a. List and explain the different styles of leadership, give an example of all and how you would 
utilize them in your life.  The assignment is to be in paragraph format.
b. Write a 750 word essay explaining, “Why it is important to have all three styles of leadership 
styles.”  Include the type of leadership style that fits you best and why.

3. Assignment #3
a. Write a 750 word essay explaining the pros and cons of, “Why every student should take 
JROTC?”
b. Create a 2 minute video that promotes positive leadership traits

4.          Assignment #4 
a.          Complete no less than two items from the Canvas.com classroom under the Over the Top section
b.          Performance community service/ volunteerism then document with an essay of no less than 750 
words what this experience has done for your character.
