You suspect or have knowledge that a student has a disability. 

Prepare the student’s MTSS 

portfolio to take to District MET 

District MET determines there is not 

sufficient information to suspect the 

student has a disability, therefore no 

testing is warranted. 

District MET determines there IS 

sufficient information to suspect the 

student has a disability.  The team 

decides testing IS warranted. 

District MET completes 

testing and determines the 

student is ELIGIBLE. 

District MET completes 

testing and determines the 

student is INELIGIBLE. 

District MET recommends 

school TST team develop and/or 

revise interventions. 

School TST convenes to develop, 

review and/or revise interventions. An Individual Education 

Program (IEP) is developed. 

Parent gives consent for the 

student to be served in 

accordance with the IEP. 

Student is served through 

Exceptional Education 

Services.
