“‘“OPEN” PURCHASE ORDERS

The board shall permit the issuance of “open” purchase orders, i.e., those
purchase orders which are effective for a term not to exceed one fiscal year, for
those items or supplies, equipment or services, for which pricing has been given
prior board approval. Some examples of the use of “open” purchase orders:
annual maintenance contracts on certain equipment, lease/purchase contract
payments on approved equipment, food items used in the district’'s lunchroom
program.
