PROCEDURES FOR LOAN OF SURPLUS TEXTBOOKS

The office of the assistant superintendent of curriculum and instruction shall
administer the surplus textbook loan program. In order to participate in this
program, the following requirements must be met:

Child or children must be school age

Parent or legal guardian and child must reside within the school district
Parent or legal guardian must execute the agreement which is set forth in
the procedures

Parent or legal guardian must provide an estimated duration of the
textbook use

Loaned surplus books must be returned at the end of its use by the child as part
of the instructional program. Parents or legal guardians must compensate the
district at the fair market value of the textbooks that are lost or damaged.
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
