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APPEALS OF NONADMISSION, SUSPENSION OR EXPULSION 

 
Every effort shall be made to protect the rights and educational welfare of all 
students and to provide equal educational opportunity to all who are eligible to 
attend schools in the Jackson Public School District.  A student who has been 
suspended or expelled or otherwise denied the right to attend school in this 
school district has the right to due process.  The board of trustees will, upon a 
written appeal by the parent or legal guardian of a student suspended for 20 days 
or longer or expelled, review the disciplinary action. 
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
