INITIATION ACTIVITIES

Initiation activities of any type are prohibited for any student in relation to any
school sponsored curricular or extra-curricular activity and will subject
the student to disciplinary action. Initiation activity is defined as
the rites, ordeals, instructions or other similar type ceremonies with which one is
made a member of an organization or society, or is invested with a particular
function or status. Initiation does not include induction into an organization.
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
